Revi ew of the work is through inspection of the results.

Measures, cuts, fits, and sews, plastic, fabric, |eather, canvas or
cloth webbing in the fabrication of uphol stery, seat covers, auto and
truck tops, tarpaulins, awnings, safety harnesses, w ndow shades,
draperies, tool bags, and a variety of other articles; nay renove and
install glass in vehicles; nmay build sinple wooden seat franes; nay
drive a pickup truck; uses power sew ng nmachi nes and ot her nachi nes
and tools necessary to fabricate | eather, plastic, and canvas
articles; keeps records of tinme and materials used; may nmake j ob cost
estimates; may order supplies and nmaterials; and may occasionally be
assigned to other duties for training purposes or to meet

t echnol ogi cal changes or energenci es.

Qualifications: A good know edge of |eather, plastics, fabrics, and
other materials used in autonotive and furniture uphol stery; a good
knowl edge of the methods and processes used in rebuil di ng uphol stered
articles; a general know edge of the methods and processes used in the
fabrication of |eather, canvas, and plastic goods; the ability to use
sew ng nmachi nes and other tools of the uphol stery trade; the ability
to design, neasure, fit, cut and install seat covers and ot her
articles of leather, plastics, and fabrics; and the ability to foll ow
oral and witten instructions.

Conpl etion of a recognized three-year apprenticeship, attai nnent of
journey-level rank as an uphol sterer, or five years of experience in
autonotive and furniture uphol stery repair work is required for
Uphol st erer.

Physi cal Requirenents: Strength to performaverage lifting up to 35

pounds and occasionally over 70 pounds; arm hand, and fi nger
dexterity with both hands involved in activities such as reaching,




handl i ng, and feeling; and good eyesi ght.
