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SUWARY CF DUTI ES: A Senior Construction |Inspector participates

in construction contract and p ermt admnistration. I nspects the
construction of a wde variety of large-scale public works :
utilities, recreation and park, airport, harbor and i nprovenen t
projects to ensure conpliance with safety regulations, plans :
speci ficati ons, contract docunents, and legal requirenents ;
assigns, reviews and evaluates the work of Construction |Inspectors
assigned to such projects; applies supervisory principles an d
techniques in building and maintaining an effective work force ;
fulfills affirmative action responsibilities; conducts physica I
i nspections, naintains construction records, wites reports an d
prepares progress estimtes for paynent purposes; participates in
sone aspects of construction contract and permt adm nistrat ion and
does rel ated wor k.

DI STI NGJ SH NG FEATURES: A Senior Construction Inspector i s
responsi ble for the inspection of large construction projects such
as bridges, street lighting and traffic signal systens, airpor t

projects, buildings, stormdra in and sewer systens, recreation and
park projects, harbor projects or extensive street inprovenents
The work of a Senior Construction Inspector rmay includ
coordinating the work of other inspectors when additiona
inspectors are assigned to these jobs to participate in th
inspection and reporting aspects of contract and perm
admnistration and to ensure that naterials and construction
met hods conformto plans, specifications and contract provisions.
The work requires an understandi ng and applicati on of engineering
and architectural principles as related to construction meth ods and
practices. An enployee of this class is responsible for ensuring
that adequate neasures are tak en for public safety and conveni ence
as well as for the safety of workers during construction. A n
enpl oyee in this class receive s general supervision and unusual or
compl ex problens are generally referred to a supervisor. Senio r
Constructi on | nspect ors, as bona fide supervisors, ar e
r
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di stinguished fromlead workers in that they are responsible fo
the performance of the full range of supervisory activitie
i ncluding application of discipline, processing and resol uti on of
grievances, evaluation of performance and approval of time of f

requests.
EXAMPLE COF DUTI ES: A Senior Construction Inspector acts a s
resi dent inspector and may supervise several Constructio n

| nspectors assigned to assist on large construction projects

Assures that contractors follow plans, specifications, and goo d
const ruction practices and that requests for deviations ar e
properly approved. Conducts interviews of the contractor' S
enpl oyees to ensure conpliance with [abor |aws and prevailin g wages
provi sions of the contract. Confers with engineers, archite cts and
contractors regarding Gty requirenents and reviews th e
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organi zation of contractor's work. Assists in the resolution of
di sputes or problens and al so conducts periodic and final inspections
of construction projects.

Determnes whether contractors are taking proper safety measures o n
public streets, in trenches, tunnels and tower construction sites fo r
the protection of workers and the public in conpliance wth provisions

of the Galifornia Construction Safety O ders. Checks fal sework fram ng,

fornms, placenment of reinforcing steel and concrete for concret e
structures. Also inspects and sanples naterials for testing quality and
gquantity. To ensure proper elevation and alignment a Senio r
Construction Inspector uses surveyors' stakes to verify that the wor k
conforns to the plans. Prepares nonthly and final estinates of work done
under contract, recommends progress paynents, itemzes and s ubmts final

reports and data related to field changes during construction. Duties

may also include testing soil conpaction, inspecting specia I
construction projects at Aty owned airports or the Port of Los Angel es.

A Senior Gonstruction Inspect or nay inspect force account construction
work, contract construction of punping plants or public building S
constructed of steel and reinforced concrete or masonry. Additionally

any enployee in this class may inspect the work of Constructio n
| nspectors assigned to inspect |andscaping, street |ighting, and traffic
signal installation as well as enforcing erosion control nea sures during
the constr uction of contract and permt jobs in hillside areas. A
Seni or Construction | nspect or comuni cates equal enploynent/affirmative
action information to enployees; applies job-related criteria i n

sel ecting, orienting, assigning, training, counseling, evaluating, and
disci plining subordinates and assists enployees in preparing fo r
promotion as described in the Gty's Affirmative action Program
Qccasional ly, a Senior Construction Inspector may be assigned to other
duties for training purposes or to mneet technological changes o r
emner genci es.

Four years of experience as a Construction Inspector or in a cl ass whi ch
is at least at that |evel and which provides experience in inspectin g
public works type inprovenents, or utilities projects for co nf or mance to
pl ans, specifications, contracts, and agreenents. Qne year of education
froma recogni zed college or t rade school with conpletion of 9 senester

or 12 quarter units in engineering or inspection technology may b e
subst ituted for each year of the required experience lacking up to a
maxi mum of two years.

LI CENSE: A valid California driver's license is required. A vali d
certificate as a Registered Deputy Building Inspector issued by th e
Depart ment of Building and Safety of the Gty of Los Angeles may b e
required.
