A Principal Construction | nspector nay be given
various specialized assignnents. Supervision received in thi S
class is of a very general nat wure and an incunbent in the class is
expected to direct inspection activities without detailed review

I ncunbents in the class of Principal Construction Inspector ar e
responsi ble for the performance of the full range of supervisor y
activities including: application of discipline, processing and

resol ution of grievances, eval uation of perfornmance and appr oval of
time of f requests.

EXAMPLES OF DUTI ES: Wthin an assigned district or a proprietary
departnent, a Principal GConstruction Inspector coordinates an d
directs the inspection of the construction of public works in the
Gty of Los Angeles such as streets, curbs, sidewal ks, sewers :

A Principal CGonstruction Inspe ctor supervises and trains enpl oyees
in various phases of construction inspection work and assign S
inspectors in the field to verify that work conforns to plans :
speci ficati ons, contract provisions and good <constructio n
practi ces. Explains and interprets project plans an d
specifications to inspectors. D scusses and advi ses i nspect ors and

contractors about Aty require nents, the organization of work, and
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i nvestigates and works to resol ve di sputes, problens and conpl ai nts.
A Principal Construction Inspector nmakes final determnations as to
whet her or not contractors are taking proper neasures in trenches and
at other construction sites for the safety of workers and the public
inconformty with provisions of State Safety O ders. An enployee in
this class stops the work if contractors fail to conply with the
sections of plans or specifications after due warning. A so a
Principal Construction |Inspector reviewinspectors' records and
reports, approves progress and recapitul ations of contract time based
on inspection records. The work al so includes collection of data and
preparation of witten material for reports, specifications and
changes in specifications. An incunbent in this class comunicates
equal enploynment/affirnmative action information to enpl oyees; applies
job-related criteria in selecting, orienting, assigning, training,
counsel ing, evaluating and disciplining subordinates as well as

assi sting enpl oyees in preparing for pronotion as described in the
Aty's Affirmative Action Program
