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Summary of Duti es: Per forns responsi bl e subprof essi onal architectura
work consisting of drafting, tracing, sketching, and conputing, in the
preparation of architectural and structural plans and designs; and
does rel ated work.

D sti ngui shi ng Feat ures: The work of an enpl oyee of this class
involves responsibility for the performance of drafting and
illustrating duties. The class is distinguished fromArchitectura
Assistant by the fact that Architectural Drafting Technicians are not
assi gned design responsibility. It is distinguished fromthe Drafting
Aide by the fact that duties are not limted to sinple delineation
but involve drawing of all details necessary in the preparation of
conpl ete design or construction plans. Wile the work may invol ve
civil, mechanical, electrical, and structural engineering details, no
detail ed know edge of these fields is required. Assignments to an
Architectural Drafting Technician are nade verbally, in witing or in
the formof prelimnary design sketches fromwhich detail ed scal e
drawi ngs and plans are prepared. An enployee of this class usually
wor ks under cl ose supervision, and all work is carefully reviewed and
checked.

Exanpl es of Duti es: Assists in the preparation of architectural and
ot her engi neering plans using Conputer A ded Drafting Design (CADD)
equi prent or manual drawi ng for proposed structures, inprovenents, and
alterations or crine scene surveys by naking detail ed scal e draw ngs
and accurate working plans fromrough desi gn sketches, verbal and
witten assignnments, freehand draw ngs, and marked bl ueprints; nakes
drawi ngs of floor plans, site plans, elevations, sections, and
details; calculates | engths and wei ghts of structural steel nenbers;

conput es di stances, elevations, and radii; assists in conputing areas
and quantities and in making prelimnary cost estinates; prepares
sket ches, maps, graphs, and charts for illustrative purposes; nakes

field examnations to obtain neasurenments and other data required for
the design or alteration of facilities or crime scene surveys;
prepares or assists in the preparation of conputer stored draw ngs;
may prepare drawi ngs on CADD system keeps records and prepares
reports; indexes and files plans and ot her docunents; and may
occasionally be assigned to other duties for training purposes or to
meet technol ogi cal changes or energenci es.

Qualifications: A good know edge of the principles, practices,
nonencl ature, and net hods enpl oyed in architectural drafting; a good
know edge of the sources of architectural information, a general

know edge of the principles and capabilities of conputeraided
drafting; skill in the use of drafting instrunments; the ability to do
nmachi ne and freehand lettering and sketching; the ability to prepare
accurate plans fromprelimnary sketches; the ability to take off
quantities and nake cost estimates; the ability to read, interpret and
prepare construction drawi ngs; the ability to assenble, prepare, and
interpret charts, graphs, tables, and maps; the ability to comrunicate




orally and in witing; the ability to understand and carry out
instructions; and the ability to keep records and nmake witten and
oral reports.

Two years of full-time paid drafting experience, one year of which was
in architectural drafting or one year of architectural drafting
experience and satisfactory conpletion of 5 senmester or 9 quarter
units in architectural drafting or design and 6 senmester or 9 quarter
units in mathematics at a recogni zed col |l ege, university or trade
school is required for Architectural Drafting Technici an.

License: Awvalid CGalifornia driver's license and a good dri ving
record may be required prior to appointment.

Physi cal Requirenents: Strength to performaverage lifting of |ess
than 5 pounds and occasionally over 15 pounds; arm hand and fi nger
dexterity, good speaking and hearing ability; and good eyesight.

Persons with nedical limtations may, wth reasonabl e accomrodati ons,
be capabl e of performng the duties of some of the positions in this
class. Such determ nation nust be nade on an individual basis in
[ight of the person's limtations, the requirenments of the position,
the the appointing authority's ability to effect reasonable
accomodations to the limtations.

As provided in CSC Rule 2.5 and Section 4.55 of
the Admnistrative Code, this specification is
descriptive, explanatory and not restrictive.
It is not intended to declare what the duties
and responsibilities of any position shall be.
