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Summary of Duties : Perforns responsi bl e professional architectura
work i n preparing and supervising the preparation of designs, plans,
specifications, estimates, studies, and reports; and does rel ated
wor k.

D stingui shing Features : The work of an enpl oyee of this class
usually requires the exercise of considerabl e i ndependent j udgmnent
based on a knowl edge of architectural theory and practice. Assignnments
are received in general terns which outline the type of project,

| ocati on, and general characteristics. An Architect usually
determnes the procedures to be followed, perforns the nore difficult
phases of design, and del egates to subordinates the less difficult
aspects of design, detailing, drafting, and estimating work. Wile an
Architect is held responsible for the soundness of architectural
design and is permtted considerabl e individual discretion, all work
is reviewed for adherence to objectives defined in the assignnent.
Supervi sion i s exercised over enpl oyees performng design and drafting
work. Work in this class covers the entire field of architectura
design, particularly as related to recreational, public works,
utilities, and harbor facilities. In contrast to an Architectura
Associ ate, an enpl oyee of this class nay be assigned overal

admni strative duties of considerable responsibility.

Exanpl e of Duties : Prepares or supervises the preparation of

sket ches, perspectives, prelimnary plans and el evations, renderings,
conpl ete architectural working drawi ngs and detail ed cost estinates,
specifications, and material lists of a wide variety of buildings,
structures, and installations including recreation and park buil di ngs,
muni ci pal buildings, police and fire stations, service yards, steam
pl ants, waterworks structures, receiving stations, office buildings,
retaining walls, harbor structures, warehouses, shops, and bri dges;

Recommrends architectural notifs for structures, subject to the
approval of admnistrative or architectural supervisors, and within
the limts inposed by structural and equi pnent requirenents; inspects
building sites and reviews test analyses for soil bearing capacity;
coordi nates the inclusion of plans for mechanical details, including
pl unbi ng, heating, ventilating, and lighting features; may appear
before the Qultural Affairs Comm ssion to obtain approval of
architectural plans;

| nspects buil dings during construction and may supervi se subordi nat es
in such inspection; checks shop draw ngs, details, and test reportsand
approves materials; coordinates and reviews the work of private
architects engaged in the preparation of plans and specifications for
Gty construction; may admnister contracts for building construction;
confers with building contractors and subcontractors in connection



with plan and material changes during construction, assuring that
standards of original plans and specifications are naintai ned; nakes
application for building permts;

Confers with engineers engaged in the preparation of structural,

el ectrical, and mechani cal plans; recommends changes in materials and
construction; nakes necessary adjustnments in architectural design to
fit structural, electrical, and mechani cal requirenents; and nmay
occasionally be assigned to other duties for training purposes or to
meet technol ogi cal changes or energenci es.

Qualifications : A good know edge of the theory and practice of
architecture; a good know edge of the standard sources of
architectural information; a good know edge of safety principles and
practices as they relate to office practices and field inspections; a
good know edge of |ocal building practices and code requirenents; a
wor ki ng knowl edge of the fundanental s of structural engineering and
structural design; a working know edge of the |aws and regul ati ons
related to equal enpl oynent opportunity and affirmative action; a
general know edge of the nmechanical and el ectrical engineering

requi renents of public buildings and pertinent equipnent; a genera
knowl edge of Menoranda of Understanding as they apply to subordi nate
personnel ; a general know edge of Gty personnel rules policies and
procedures; the ability to design, detail, and draw difficult
architectural features of a wide variety of types of buil dings,
structures, and installations, appropriate to the functions they nust
performin a large municipality; the ability to supervise a staff of
pr of essi onal and subprof essi onal subordi nates engaged i n nmaki ng
various types of architectural inspections, plans, and conputations;
the ability to visualize conpleted structures; the ability to dea
tactfully and effectively with subordi nates, contractors, the public
and public officials; and the ability to keep records and prepare
adequat e and accurate reports.

Physical Requirenents : Strength to performaverage lifting of |ess
than five pounds and occasionally over 15 pounds; arm hand, and
finger dexterity, with at |east one hand; good speaki ng and heari ng
ability; and good eyesight.

Persons with nedical limtations nmay, wth reasonabl e acconbdati ons,
be capabl e of performng the duties of some of the positions in this



class. Such determ nation nust be nade on an individual basis in
[ight of the person's limtations, the requirenments of the position,
and the appointing authority's ability to effect reasonabl e
acconodations to the limtations.

As provided in Gvil Service Commssion Rule 2.5 and Secti on
4.55 of the Admnistrative Code, this specification is
descriptive, explanatory and not restrictive. It is not
intended to declare what the duties and responsibilities of any
position shall be.
